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APPENDIX 2 

The "Fischer-Spassky" Variation 

As noted in the text, Bobby Fischer insisted upon contemporary Jaques 

pieces for his 1972 World Championship match with Boris Spassky. (Similar Jaques 

pieces were used in the next World Championship match -- Anatoly Karpov's 1978 

encounter with Victor Korchnoi at Baguio City in the Phillipines.) 

The "Fischer-Spassky" variation is made of ebony and boxwood, with a 

French-polished matte finish. 1 It has a 3-3/4" king, and its most distinguishing 

features include especially-deep crenels on the rook, a bulbous, nearly spherical 

bishop's mitre, and a stately (albeit very stylized) knight head. Ever since the great 

Reykjavik encounter, the "Fischer-Spassky" has been the specific variation of the 

Staunton design universally associated with Jaques. Howard Staunton's original 

caution against "fraudulent imitations" is still pertinent, however, for India-

manufactured piracies and plastic knockoffs of the "Fischer-Spassky" style have 

proliferated for the past 20 years. 

Ironically, among the world's major retail outlets for the India-

manufactured piracies of the "Fischer-Spassky" style is Chess & Bridge Ltd. of 

London, England, the retail affiliate of England's Chess magazinel For at least the 

past two years, the Chess & Bridge Catalogue has prominently featured the India

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r piracy, which it lists under the trade name "Exclusive Range" ("Our top of the range 

classic Staunton type set design"). 2

The piracy has also been extensively photographed. The covers of 

numerous chess books published in the United Kingdom by Gambit Publications Ltd. 

feature photographs of the piracy. See, e.g., John Watson, Secrets of Modern 

Chess Strategy (1998); Alex Yermolinsky, The Road To Chess Improvement (2000); 

John Nunn, Understanding Chess Move By Move (2000); and Jonathan Rowson, 

The Seven Deadly Chess Sins (2001 ). Even Gareth Williams has made extensive 

photographic use of the piracy. Substantially every instructional photograph in his 

Introduction To Chess, QQ.:. cit. (of which there are literally dozens) features an ebony 

and boxwood "Fischer-Spassky" piracy (probably supplied by Chess & Bridge Ltd.!). 

Numerous catalogue and retail outlets in the United States have also 

carried "Fischer-Spassky" piracies, including Chessco of Davenport, Iowa; Leavitt 

and Pierce tobacconists in the heart of Harvard Square in Cambridge, 

Massachusetts; The Games People Play, also in Harvard Square; Gamescape in 

Palo Alto, California near Stanford University; and Bridgetown Hobbies and Games 

in Portland, Oregon. 

There are also two Chinese-manufactured plastic "knockoffs" of the 

"Fischer-Spassky" design in common use in the United States: the so-called

"Exclusive Range" comes in boxwood white pieces, matched with either of two 
grades of ebony or rosewood for the black pieces. Yet an additional irony is that 
Chess & Bridge Ltd. also act as a retail outlet for Jaques, which has recently re­
introduced the "Fischer-Spassky" variation, after many years of dormancy!

To return to the true "Fischer-Spassky" variation, during the mid-1970s, 

Jaques apparently subcontracted with the specialty leather-crafts firm Geoffrey 

Parker of Wimbish Village, England, to produce suede leather cushions and 

specialty leather presentation boxes for that set. Suede-lined "book boxes" with gold 

lettering were made by Parker and leather "chests" with two suede-lined inner tiers 

were made by Parker in an array of shades including dark green, chestnut brown, 

burgundy red and black. Parker also created matching leather boards. See, e.g.,

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APPENDIX 3 

Bobby Fischer And The "Yugoslav Staunton" Set 

In the course of my recent correspondence with Bernard Cafferty 

regarding biographical information on Baruch H. Wood, Mr. Cafferty mentioned in 

passing that "[Bobby] Fischer was reputed to like the Yugoslav set. ... " This by-the-

bye comment sent me back to my library for further photographic research, and here 

is a brief report on the "Yugoslav Staunton" set. 

First, a little more chess history. 1 When Alexander Alehkine died on 

March 23, 1946, he still held the official FIDE title of World Chess Champion. 

(Alekhine was the only man ever to die still holding the title.) With the Champion's 

throne vacant, FIDE attempted to introduce order into t~e process of determining a 

challenger to future world champions. During the reigns of Steinitz, Lasker, 

Capablanca, Alehkine and Euwe, the practice had generally been for the Champion 

. to arbitrarily accept (or reject!) challenges by would-be adversaries who could put up 

sufficient stake money. FIDE's new regime consisted of a series of regional "Zonal" 

and "lnterzonal" tournaments, followed by "Candidates" tournaments every three 

years. The winner of the "Candidates" tournament thereby obtained the right to a 

match for the World Championship. 

1This historical discussion derives from Harry Golombek, Golombek's Encyclopedia 
of Chess (Crown Publishers, Inc. New York 1977) pages 56-57. Euwe, in contrast 
with his predecessors, acknowledged Alekhine's right to a rematch following Euwe's 
victory in 1935. Alekhine thereupon became the first man in chess history to reclaim 
the World Championship (in 1937) after previously having lost it. 
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The system of "Candidates" tournaments lasted from 1950 until 1962, 

during which five such tournaments were held. The first convened in Budapest in 

1950. The second convened in Neuhausen and Zurich in 1953. The third convened 

in Amsterdam in 1956. The fourth -- which is the one pertinent to the "Yugoslav 

Staunton" -- convened on September 6, 1959 in Bled with continuation sessions in 

Zagreb and Belgrade. The fifth (and last) convened in Curacao in 1962. 

The 1959 tournament was won by Mikhail Tai, ahead of Keres, 

Petrosian and Smyslov. Tai went on to defeat Botvinnik in the 1960 World 

Championship. 

What makes the 1959 Candidates tournament historically significant for 

chess collectors is: first, the organizers produced or obtained a new Staunton 

r design set for that tournament, and second this event marked the initial appearance 

at this rarefied level of Bobby Fischer, who was then all of 16-1/2 years old. Fischer 

shared fifth place with Gilgoric, ahead of Olafsson and Benko. 

A photograph of Fischer posed at the board during the Bled phase of 

the 1959 Candidates appears at page 169 of Fred Wilson's, A Picture History of 

Chess (Dover Publications, Inc., New York 1981 ).2 A nearly identical photograph of 

Fischer (probably shot by the same cameraman on the same roll of film) appears on 

2Whether the "Yugoslav Staunton" set was produced primarily or even initially for the 
1959 Candidates tournament is an open question in my mind. For on page 143 of 
Wilson's Picture History is a close-up of former Women's World Champion Nona 
Gaprindashvili playing with the Black pieces of this very same style of set. Wilson 
attributes his photograph of Ms. Gaprindashvili (No. 236) to the New York Public 
Library, but does not indicate either its date or the tournament in which she was 
playing at the time it was taken. 
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288. Fischer at Bled (Yugoslavia) 1959. At the time of 
this candidates tournament, won by Tai (who trounced 
Bobby in their games 4- 0), and at the followin g one held in 
l962 in Curac;ao, Fischer still had not had the necessary 
ex perience nor developed the awesome precision (now t he 
major characteristic of his play) needed to win consistently 
fro m the Soviet super-grandmasters. Fischer a lso handi -

capped himself during this period by stubbornly p laying a 
very limited number of openings, which, not unnaturally, 
he found the Russians very well prepared for. By 1970, 
Fisc he r had adopted a much more practical a nd 
psychologically effective a pproach. a nd s ince then no one 
has ever really known wha t opening he will play.

Among the distinguishing features of the "Yugoslav Staunton" set are 

the following. The king's crown is surmounted by a non-denominational small 

sphere in lieu of the Christian cross finial of the more "traditional" (i.e., British-

derived) Staunton design. The crenels of the queen's coronet are quite blunt and 

shallow. The bish~p's mitre has no diagonal slit, and is surmounted with a ball-finial 

of contrasting color (i.e., white finial on Black bishop; black finial on White bishop). 

The most vividly distinguishing feature is the knight's head, which faces nearly 

straight down and sports a prominent, gracefully-curved mane. 

Additional photographic evidence from Pasternjak's book suggests that 

r Fischer was quite fond of the "Yugoslav Staunton", and apparently used one for 

analysis purposes in his hotel room in Reykjavik during the great 1972 World 

Championship match with Spassky. See, e.g., Schach-Phanomen Bobby Fischer at 

page 125. The end-papers of Pasternjak's book appear to be a close-up shot in 

Fischer's room, with his right hand about to place the White queen's knight at square 

"d2". 

The "Yugoslav Staunton" design is presently making something of a 

come-back. The cover photograph of the March 2002 edition of Chess magazine 

[Vol. 66, No. 12] shows Svetozar Gilgoric illustrating a variation of the King's Indian 

Defense with what appears to be an original "Yugoslav Staunton" (the stain on the 

Black pieces having clearly worn-off with use and age). Here in the United States,

The Zagreb59 is robust, 
heavily weighted (47 oz.!), and is availab le in a Natural and Ebonized boxwood fini sh or in Natural 
boxwood and Rosewood. This set is designed to withstand the rigors of practical play while 
maintaining an elegance which has become the hallmark of a House of Staunton chess set. The 
design, quality, workmanship and finish of each piece is superb and the detail on the Knights is truly 
impressive for a set in this price range. The chessmen are cushioned in green billiard cloth and 
housed in a fine, color coordinating leather case, with our logo embossed in gold on the lid.
